Sensoji (Asakusa Kanon Temple) - The temple is dedicated to the god of mercy,
Kanon. And is famous for its Kaminari-mon or Thunder Gate. And you could walk along
Nakamise Shopping Arcade, is bustling with people buying traditional Japanese shacks,
which you could see many snack stalls demonstrate how they make it and then sell it still
piping hot.
